In the case that texts are overlapping, are not readable in full length or exit the boxes that 

are foreseen for the text, a possible explanation are your view-settings of your browser. You 

can usually vary the size of your browser window (Zoom Options in the View Setting 

window). You can increase or decrease the size of the window, which usually already solves 

appearance problems of the E-learning course. With the Internet Explorer you might even 

have a pecentage (%) option to increase or decrease the size of your browser window (see 

screenshot below). 
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 In which languages is the Confirmation of Participation available? 

The Confirmation of Participation is, as the course itself, available in the following 

languages: English, German, French, Italian, Dutch and Estonian. From the end of the 

year 2010 onwards it will also be available in Spanish, Swedish and Thai.  

 In which format can I download the Confirmation of Participation and 

how do I complete it? 

The Confirmation of Participation can only be downloaded in the format of Word 2007 

as a „.docx“- document. You can then fill in your name and the date you took the course 

and send it to the indicated email adress.

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 How can I navigate faster within the course modules? 

In situations where you need to navigate faster within the course modules (i.e. from one 

chapter to the next), you can open the „Overview“ window within the course modules (see 

screenshot) which enables you to jump to the chapter you need. This function is especially 

helpful in cases where the modules have been interrupted/closed for some reason. So you 

don’t need to start from the beginning in this case.
